Dissertation This module aims to provide an in depth understanding of how research is undertaken 

in the field of global ageing. It will allow students to put into practice what they have 

learned across other modules, through an understanding of key theory and research 

in the field, as well as in terms of research methods. The module aims to promote 

research-minded practice and to develop skills in critically analysing, engaging with 

and applying research. In a previous module, students will receive methodological 

training which will equip them to undertake a piece of research in the field of global 

ageing. Online workshops will support discussion of key concepts, theories and 

methodologies applicable to the research process and your ongoing study, for 

example: learning expectations, project management, working with a mentor, 

scientific writing.
